**Physical Fitness Requirement**
Some courses offered by the El Paso County Sheriff’s Office Region VIII Training Academy will
require a degree of physical fitness.

Minimum Level- This level will consist of walking, stepping, and very light cardiovascular
exercise.

Medium Level- This level will consist of jogging; minimal levels of calisthenics (i.e. push-ups,
sit-ups, side straddle hop); and/or beginning levels of hands on contact (i.e. PPCT and O.C.).

Maximum Level- This level will consist of running; sprinting; advanced calisthenics; and/or
advanced levels of hands on contact (i.e. mobile field force, physical fitness exams).

Medium and maximum- These levels will require a blood pressure screening and students who
do not pass will not be allowed to participate without a doctor’s release on file.
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
